In this statement, please include an estimated list of expenses (tuition and fees, books, personal and travel expenses, room and board).  Include a list of resources expected to offset these expenses (employment income, savings, parent contributions, and other scholarships, loans and grants).  Please indicate any extenuating circumstances of which the committee should be aware.
